New Teacher Survey:  First and second in-service teachers are asked to respond to statements related to how well 
Grace School of Education prepared them in areas of Knowledge Preparation, Pedagogical Preparation, and 
Professional Disposition (similar to the Principal Survey 4.3).  Teachers respond to statements that are divided into 
three domains (knowledge, disposition, and performance) and reflect elements of both national professional 
standards (NCATE/CAEP) and the Model Core Teaching Standards, Interstate Teacher Assessment and Support 
Consortium (InTASC).  EPPs are expected to meet these standards in order to prepare educators for licensure (511 
IAC 13-1-1).
